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How To Find What You're Looking For

You can find information on this CD-ROM in several different ways using the features of Adobe
Acrobat Reader®

Bookmarks

We have included bookmarks to take you to specific parts of the directory for quick access. The
bookmarks for this directory (seen at left) let you jump to the following sections: Directory
overview, clinic and network providers, hospitals, special networks and indexes. Click on the
section name to jump to that section of the directory.

Find

You can also search for a specific location, clinic, or provider by using Acrobat’s Find command.
To use the Find command:

® Click on the Find button (the binoculars @ in the tool bar). You can also choose Edit >
Find.

® Type in the text box the name or phrase you want to find.

B Click Find. Acrobat Reader will find the next occurrence of the word you entered. To
find the next occurrence, simply repeat the process.

A tip on using the Acrobat Reader™ “Find” function to search for names: If you know the name
of the clinic you are looking for, it is best to use the full name or as much of it as you know, so
that you don’t have to wade through a lot of choices with similar names. However, if you are
searching for a provider by name, it is best to use either the first name or the last name. Using
both names could result in “nothing found” because of the possibility of a middle initial being
used in the directory.

Indexes

The directory’s indexes are another way to search for information. To use an index, click on the
bookmark to jump to that section. You can look up information and refer to the page indicated in
the index.

Help

Acrobat also includes a Help file for more assistance and to learn more about its features. To use
the Acrobat Reader Help file, choose Help > Acrobat Tour.
